DISASSEMBLY
You will need:
B Avertical press with a capacity of at least 10 tons.
B Torque rod bushing receiving tool (see Figure 1)
m Torque rod bushing assembly tool (funnel) Part No. 66086-000 (see Figure 2)

SECTION A-A

1. Remove the torque rod assembly per vehicle manufacturer’s instructions.
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ULTRA ROD® PLUS™ Bushing Installation
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A\ CAUTION

Prior to disassembly of the torque rod bushing, mark the clocking position of the torque rod
bushing bar pin flats on the torque rod end hub with a paint stick.

Install the torque rod in the press. Support the torque rod end hub on the receiving tool with
the end hub of the torque rod centered on the receiving tool. Be sure the torque rod is squarely

supported on the press bed.

Push directly on the bar pin until the bushing clears the torque rod end hub.

INSPECTION AND CLEANING

1.

Inspect the torque rod for straightness,
wear, or cracks. Replace as necessary.

Clean and inspect the inner diameter
of the torque rod end hubs. Break any
sharp edges and remove any nicks with
an emery cloth or a rotary sander, see
Figure 3.

ASSEMBLY

1.

Lubricate the inner diameter of the
torque rod end hub, the assembly fun-
nel, and the new rubber bushing with
P-80® or vegetable base oil (cooking
oil), see Figure 4.

DO NOT USE A PETROLEUM OR SOAP BASE
LUBRICANT. SUCH LUBRICANTS CAN CAUSE
ADVERSE REACTIONS WITH THE BUSHING,
SUCH AS DETERIORATION OF THE RUBBER,
CAUSING PREMATURE FAILURE.

2. Support the torque rod end hub on the

receiving tool with the end hub of the
forque rod centered on the receiving tool.

Place the assembly funnel centered on
the torque rod end hub.

Place the torque rod bushing centered
in the assembly funnel, see Figure 5.The
bar pin must have the mounting flats
positioned as prior fo disassembly.

5. Press the bar pin through the assembly funnel into torque rod end hub until the rubber clears
the assembly funnel, see Figure 6.

6. When pressing in the new bushings overshoot the desired final position by approximately %",
see Figure 7.

7. Remove the assembly funnel.

8. Press the bar pin again from the opposite side to center the bar pin within the torque rod end

hub, see Figure 8.The rubber bushing and the bar pin must be centered within the torque rod
end hubs.

9. Wipe off any excess lubricant. Allow the lubricant a minimum of four hours to dissipate before
operating the vehicle.

A CAUTION IFTHE TORQUE ROD ASSEMBLY IS NOT ALLOWED THE ALLOTTED TIME FOR THE LUBRICANT TO DISSIPATE,
THE BUSHING WILL SLIDE FROM THE TORQUE ROD END HUB. IF THIS OCCURS, THE BUSHING MAY BE

DAMAGED AND THE BUSHING WILL THEN NEED TO BE REMOVED AND A NEW BUSHING REINSTALLED.
10. Install torque rod assembly per vehicle manufacturer’s instructions.
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Actual product performance may vary depending upon vehicle configuration, operation, service and other factors.
